Assessment

Delegates will be continually assessed by their tutor throughout the course.  At the end of the course delegates will be assessed twice in their practical skills (CPR & Injury).  Upon successful completion of these assessments the delegate will be awarded a Paediatric First Aid certificate which will be valid for three years.
Who is the course for?

Our training course should be attended by anyone who has a responsibility in the care for children. Any carer in a childminding, crèche, babysitting or the workplace where children are supported and anyone who has a responsibility for the care of under 12’s. Any parent or guardian. 

This mandatory requirement will be found following proper risk assessment.  There are no pre-course requirements.

The course can be tailored to the client's specific requirements and type of equipment they have.  If this equipment is to be purchased you may want to source it through the Kawns shop.


Does the course hold accreditation?
