	
	Emergency Medical Technician – Basic (5 days)
What will I be doing on the course?
The EMT course here at Lusty Glaze is an in-house course for staff which has some spaces available to the public.  As well as incorporating all the basic aspects of life support and first aid, the candidate is taught the following: advanced patient assessment, including blood pressure, blood sugars and oxygen saturation; airway management incorporating aspiration and OP airway use; oxygen and entonox administration; defibrillation; paediatric life support; spinal casualty management; fracture management and elements of drug awareness.
What are the entry requirements?
A valid HSE FAW qualification (or equivalent) is required as a pre-requisite prior to enrolment.

Who is this course aimed at?
This course is aimed at rescue team members, remote sport organisers, adventure instructors, safety personnel and individuals, teams who provide medical cover for public/private events.

How do I study the course?
A combination of study through theory, Q&A and scenario based hands-on practical.  The course culminates in a final assessment comprising of oral questions, practical assessments and a written paper.

What can I do after the course?
Guidance in further study and training would be discussed on an individual basis during the course.
How long is the certificate valid for?
Due to the content of the course, the certificate is only valid for one year.

Additional information:
Candidates must pass continuous assessment throughout the course.  The final day culminates in both written and practical assessment of all the skills taught over the previous four days.
